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especially holy, “Super-Christians.” No. They are God's gift for everybody in the church.
I don’t mean that each of us has to do every single practice. I mean God invites all of us,
as we are enabled and feel led by God, to engage in some inner and some outer spiritual
practices as part of our faith development.

Along these lines, a particularly good book for exploring is Christianity for the Rest
of Us: How the Neighborhood Church Is Transforming the Faith by Diana Butler Bass. Young
adults may enjoy reading A Generous Orthodoxy by Brian D. McLaren, a leader in the
Emergent Church movement. Recently, [ also took part in a Workshop entitled “Disciple
Making Communities: Moving from Maintenance to Mission,” and I'm planning to share
some helpful resources from that experience with you too.

I have been amazed in my first few weeks with you, how hard and well people
work together in this congregation and I am so excited to have been called as your pastor.
I am energized as I come to work each day by the ministry that is taking place in our
church.
