Born in 1685, Johann Sebastian Bach cammfa long line of musicians, going back many generatis
Around the age of ten, he was given his first instruction on keyboard from the Johann Pachelbel. At th
fifteen, he became a member of a b osjtien@s acchucch argaras
For the next fortyseven years, he held various church positions throughout Germany, composing nu
works yearly.

Known during his lifetime as primarily a harpsichordist, organist, and organ builder, his composin
greatly unnoticed, due to the opinion of most that he wadasllioned. However, Bach managed to me
musical styles from northern and southern Germany, as well as bringing in some influences from the |
both France and Italy. However, it would dese to one hundred years before composers and musicians rt
the music of Bach and gave it new life in the 19th century.

During his sixtyfive years, Bach was known chiefly as a composer and performer of sacred mus
composed over 300 sacrechtatas (only about half remain), 274 chorales and sacred songs, and 223 wc
organ. Hundreds of other secular pieces were written also, making Johann Sebastian Bach the greates:
of all time.
