  TREASURERôS REPORT 
SEPTEMBER 30, 2011 

 General Fund 
Identified receipts for the month of September 
were $10,000, versus a budgeted amount of 
$11,000.  Year to date receipts are 109,000 versus 
a budgeted amount of  $102,000.  This variance is 
the result of the booking in 2011 of prepaid giving 
that was received in 2010.  When this is 
considered, the giving was $4,000 ahead of 
budgeted levels.   
 

Expenses for the month were favorable by $300 
as compared with budget, while the year to date 
expenses were favorable by $4,500.  The annual 
insurance payment in the amount of $3,100 was 
paid in June.  The HVAC systems in the manse 
were replaced in July.  This project, costing 
$13,000, was financed by money from the Trust 
Fund and a designated gift.  
  

Building Fund  
The balance on the note that resulted from the 
building improvement and expansion project is 
$33,300.

The individual statements of giving through the 
3rd quarter were recently made available.  Please 
review your statement, and if you have any 
questions advise Jane Merandi or myself.  If you 
are running behind in your giving, there is still 
time to catch up before the end of the year.  If 
your circumstances are such that you cannot 
accomplish it, we understand.
